Volunteer Role Animal Foster Carer: Dogs

Where you will be based Home

Why we want you

We are looking for loving foster homes for some of the dogs in our care on a
temporary basis. If you are passionate about dogs, and have a calm,
understanding and patient nature, this could be the ideal role for you. You will
be fostering a dog in your own home and have experience of looking after dogs
and supporting their welfare needs. The duration of foster care required may
vary based on the specific needs of each animal and may be short term or
more longer term, however our team will discuss and agree this with you
beforehand. As a foster carer, you will be provided with a starter pack
containing everything you need for the safety and comfort of your foster dog
during their stay with you. We will also provide food and cover the costs of any
veterinary treatment and our team will be on hand to ensure you have all the
support you need. Our veterinary team may need to see your foster dog from
time to time and so the ability to travel to our animal rescue and rehoming
centres will be required. This is a great opportunity to make a real difference to
the dogs in our care, especially as some of them find it hard to adapt to kennel
life and benefit more from time in a loving foster home.

What you will be doing

Provide a loving temporary home to an animal that is currently cared for
in one of our animal rescue centres
Undertake mandatory online training modules, as well as in-house
training, to a satisfactory level
Take responsibility for the health and wellbeing of the animal you are
fostering. (If you have any concerns at all you should phone our Animal
Helpline on 03000 999 999 )
Seek out-of-hours veterinary treatment for your foster animal should the
need arise. The cost of any treatment will be met by the Scottish SPCA,
subject to the terms and conditions of your foster agreement)
Take your foster animal to any required routine veterinary checks
arranged by the Scottish SPCA
Be responsible for keeping your foster animal's vaccinations and other
treatments up-to-date while they are in your care (your rescue centre will



  

issue reminders)
You will be responsible for keeping a record of your foster animal's
progress whilst in your care. This will provide us with the necessary
information to find the dog a suitable home in the future
You will provide regular feedback on your fostering experience and must
be available to take follow-up calls from the Scottish SPCA in relation to
your foster animal's health and wellbeing. This is an opportunity to
discuss any issues or concerns you may have, and is an important part of
the fostering process

The skills you need

You must have a suitable home environment (This will be assessed and
confirmed by the Scottish SPCA)
You should have experience of caring for the type of animal you wish to
foster
You should have a patient, caring and calm approach
You should be willing to follow the Scottish SPCA's procedures and
protocols at all times
You should be reliable in meeting appointments and follow-up calls

What's in it for you

We appreciate that fostering an animal is a huge commitment, but we
know it can also be a very rewarding experience for both you and the
animal you have taken into your home. It is a great opportunity for you to
offer short term care and enjoy the experience of having a pet without the
long-term commitment. If you are keen to progress as a foster carer,
opportunities may be available to undertake further training in e.g caring
for pregnant/ nursing or senior dogs
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
